Kayaking on Nissitissit River - from Brookline NH to Hollis NH
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Put in at West Hollis Road in Hollis NH.
Paddle upriver towards Potanipo Lake.
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Get as far as you can past beaver
dams and fallen trees, then return.

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Estimated round trip This river is usually navigable only
distance = 4 to 6 miles

in the high waters of March/April.
